Suggested walks with stiles that could potentially be replaced with pedestrian gates

The New Wardour Castle Loop  
Walk through Wardour woods fields along DSTA7, past the Heron ponds, up the Pond Close field and turning left on DSTA 20 before you reach Old Wardour Castle. You then head along TISB66 past New Wardour Castle, bear left along TISB65, over the steep stile at Westfield farm onto TISB50, along DSTA6 past Parkgate Farm and arriving on the road opposite Hersnmine.
 The three stiles that could be prioritised on this loop could be the one we already have permission for opposite Hersnmine, the stile by the Heron pond (although this has recently been replaced) and the steep stile at Westfield Farm (also recently been improved). Maybe at the same time we could ask for permission to replace the remaining stiles along this route to replace at some time in the future.  This loop covers some Tisbury footpaths but we could work with them to split the financial cost.
It has also been suggested that the existing bent metal kissing gate on DSTA14 (running between Parkgate Farm and Pile Oak lodge, could be put forward as a suggestion for replacing with a gate.
Opposite Donhead Mill 
The three stiles on DSTA5 opposite Donhead Mill. If we could get these replaced with metal pedestrian gates it would be consistent with the gates further along DSTA5 and give you easy access through to Pigstrough Lane and onwards around the village along the lanes. We did approach Donhead Mill about installing dog gates previously at stile 1 and 2 and he wasn't keen but maybe he would be persuaded if we offered to purchase the gates and install them at no cost to himself. The 3rd stile is on Beauchamp House’s land, as this is in the worse state of repair out of the three we could request this is replaced. It may only be worth doing these stiles if we could replace all three.
Round Hill/Leggatts Farm Loop 
Starting at Hill Cottage on DSTA19, turning right on to SESE43 at the broken stile, up the hill and then turning back down on DSTA15 to arrive at Wood Cottage, Pigstrough Lane.  The broken stile at the junction of DSTA19/SESE43 could be a good one to replace. Also the stile at the junction with DSTA15 if you were extending your walk through Round Hill Copse SESE 43 and returning along either SESE39, SESE40, SESE41 or SESE42.

From Donhead House towards Donhead St Mary 
DSTA1 onto DSTA2 and DSTM21 arriving at Church Hill road, Donhead St Mary. This stretch is entirely pedestrian gates apart from the initial step over at the bridge by Donhead House and one stile on DSTA2. The one stile could be put forward for replacement although it is currently in good working order and includes dog access (see photo below)
